


ble to obtain a special license

A. No, only people who are qualified according

to “27-15-305 as defined to be a person with
disability. “Amy individual who provides
false information in order to acquire, or who
assists an unqualified person to acquire, the
special plates or the special certificate, and any
person who abuses the privileges granted by
subchapter 27-15-302 shall be deemed guilty
of a Class A misdemeanor.” This includes
physicians certifying patients whom don’t

truly qualify.

Who is authorized to use my special
certificate (permit) (hang-tag)?

ONLY YOU. You must be the driver or
passenger of the vehicle requiring the handicap
space for your accessibility to use the special
permit. If an unauthorized person is caught
using your permit without your presence, the
vehicle will be impounded by the appropriate
law enforcement agency, the owner of the
vehicle will be fined not less than $100.00,
nor more than $500.00 for the first offense.
The second offense is not less than $250.00,
nor more than $1,000.00 plus will pay for
towing, impoundment and related fees as well

as court costs. Upon the second offense the
court can suspend the driver’s license for up to
six months.

My relative died, can I keep the permit?
No, the special certificate (hang-tag), or license
plate must be returned to the Office of Motor
Vehicles within thirty (30) days after the death
of the person to whom the special certificate
or plate was issued.

I am moving to another state, can I keep
my Arkansas special permit?

No, within thirty (30) days of your move the
special certificate (hang tag) and/or plate must
be surrendered back to the Arkansas Office of
Motor Vehicle.

What is the difference between a
Handicap Parking sign and the
Handicap Parking/Van Accessible sign
or Handicap Parking Van Only spaces?
A van or a vehicle having a wheelchair lift or
ramp requires eight feet of space for an
individual using a wheelchair, or a three, four,
or six wheel scooter requiring additional space
for exiting or entering their vehicle. Most
people with a special permit or license plate
only requires three to five feet of access. It is
respectful not to use the “Van only” or “Van
Accessible” spaces, if you do not require the
additional space for entering or exiting your
vehicle. These are the only handicap parking
spaces a person using a wheelchair or scooter
can use.

What is the difference between a special
permit and the license plate?

The special permit is made out to the individual
who happens to have a disability and is

transferable with the individual to any vehicle
in which they are riding in or driving; the
license plate is assigned to a specific vehicle and
is NOT transferable from vehicle to vehicle
in the same manner as a hang-tag.

How many handicap parking spaces
must be provided in a parking lot?
The Americans with Disabilities Act states one
(1) for every twelve- (12) parking spaces.

Can I park in the handicap striped off
area?

No, this is the access aisle for a person with a
disability to enter and/or exit their vehicle.

Where do I display my special permit?
When the vehicle is parked the permit is to
hang on the inside of the rearview mirror or
on the dashboard if the vehicle does not have a
rearview mirror.

Why is there a number on my permit?
The number issued on the permit is your
identification number. Law enforcement
officers can type in your number and learn
your name and age. Therefore, if the permit is
made out to a 90-year-old person and a 22-
year-old male or female uses the tag without
the 90-year-old person’s presence, they have just
committed a crime. Remember, the fines and
penalties?

What is a temporary permit?

A temporary permit enables someone who is
temporarily experiencing a disability as
defined by a licensed physician to obtain a
hang-tag. The tag expires three (3) months
from the last day of the month in which it is
issued.
